ELIGIBILITY

All licensed women operators throughout the world are invited to participate. YL groups/clubs may also may
also participate provided the YLs operating are listed at the end of the log. Only YLRL members are eligible
for the Corcoran and Hager awards.

PROCEDURE

DX YLs call “CQ North American YL”. North American YLs call “CQ DX YL.”

OPERATION

All bands may be used except WARC bands. Contacts with OMs do not count. Net contacts and repeater
contacts do not count. Participants may work only 24 hours of the 36 hours in each contest. Operating breaks
should be shown in the log.

EXCHANGE

Station worked, QSO number, RS(T), ARRL section/VE province/country. Entries in log should also show
time, band, date, and transmitter power.3

SCORING

Phone and CW and SSB will be scored as separate contests. Digital contacts (RTTY, PSK31, etc) count as
CW. Submit separate logs for each contest.

All YLs within one of the U.S. ARRL sections or within a Canadian province shall score one point for each
QSO with another station located within a section or province.”

Score two points for each contact with a station not located within an ARRL section or province or on an-
other continent, i.e., DX. (DX stations are defined as those not located within an ARRL section or province.)
Multiply the number of QSOs by the total number of different ARRL sections/VE provinces/countries
worked. A multiplier is counted only once in each mode (ie SSB, CW).

Contestants running SW or less will be considered QRP and earn a power factor of 3. Contestants running
SW to 100W will be considered low power and earn a power factor of 1.5. Contestants running over 100W
will be high power. If no transmitter power is listed on logs, no power factor will be given.

LOGS

All logs must show your ARRL section/VE province/country to qualify for awards. Logs must show the sta-
tion worked, QSO number, RST given and received, ARRL section/VE province/country of the station
worked. The time, band, date and transmitter power should also be included. Logs must also state the power
output used and the operating breaks taken. If you have 200 or more QSOs, submit a separate log for each
band and submit a “dupe” sheet. Remember to file separate logs for each mode. Logs must show claimed
score. All logs go to the current YLRL Vice President and must be submitted within 30 days of contest

ends.

AWARDS

Highest scoring DX-YL, NA-YL and YL group/club in SSB and CW will each receive a first place cup pro-
vided there are at least 10 valid contacts. The second and third place winners in each contest will receive
certificates. Certificates will be awarded to the highest scoring YLs of each U.S. section/province/country,
provided there are at least ten valid contacts on the log.

The net averages 25 to 30+ stations each night. There is also a Facebook page under the name
"uctn traffic net" for more information. So do check in!

Many amateur radio operators have also found the time to volunteer for special marathons,
races and events as spotters through the months of September and October. Many of the NJ
amateur radio clubs are placing importance on reactivating ARES, Skywarn, and other emer-
gency preparedness groups. One such required item is a radio to go kit. In the event of an emer-
gency, some hams may be asked to go to a location, set up and assist in emergencies. This kit
should contain a radio for VHF and UHF frequencies with a comparable antenna, a portable
power supply for at least 10 hours of operation and a comparable self-sustaining charging unit
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such as a solar panel, and don't forget supplies for the operator. The current weather condi-
tions certainly explain the necessity of such a kit.

Not to forget our youth, some of our members are assisting students via STEM to cultivate a
love for amateur radio such as Ria, N2RJ.

Summer Field Day was an interesting experience for me.

I decided to operate without commercial power and no amplifier, so 100 watts. Of course, this
involved a lot of planning and some purchasing. I had a 12 volt lead acid battery and a small
power station, rated for 300 WH (watt hours). My friend brought his 12 volt lead acid battery
and also volunteered to log for me. My friend had experience operating radios on battery power
but no knowledge of solar power and this was a first for me.

I started off with my Icom 7300. Unfortunately, when connected to the power station, transmit
power caused the power station to shut down. I had a lead acid battery powering an external
tuner. So, [ switched to my Flex 6300. Used a laptop on battery power to provide the neces-
sary computer for this software defined radio. Used the power station to operate the external
tuner. The lead acid batteries powered the radio.

The deck at the back of my house faces south and it was fairly easy to move the batteries and
power station to the solar setup on the deck as charging was needed. Fortunately, it was a
sunny day.

I learned a lot about how to operate a radio on battery power and I learned a lot about using
solar panels in parallel and the cables and charge controllers needed to make everything work
and to get the batteries charged. I used one 40 watt panel and one 100 watt panel. Fortunately,
there was a lot of sun light and everything charged up quickly when connected.

Huntsville Amateur Radio Club’s Field Day Features a “YL-only” Station

Huntsville Amateur Radio Club (HARC) decided to do something a little differently on one of
its four main stations this year - make it YL only.

The idea began with a late-night conversation the Field Day prior about the deplorable state of
the port-a-potties. Kelley Johns, W4VPZ; Lynda Bartlow, WB4TIJE; and I, (HARC’s Field

Day Coordinator), agreed that unsanitary port-a-potties made YLs feel unwelcome, but what
could we do about it? That’s when Kelley and Lynda remembered that the Huntsville Area

Young Ladies Amateur Radio Club (HAYLARC) had some money that was donated to the club
by the family of a recently deceased founding member (with a keen sense of humor) and, there-
fore, they could donate the money to rent a “YL-only” port-a potty. HAYLARC had been try-
ing to recruit me for years, but that conversation sealed the deal. They had my dues in hand
within the hour. And that got me to thinking, what else could HARC do to make YLs feel wel-
come at Field Day?

HARC has a tradition of excellence at ARRL Field Day. In the past 35 years, HARC has
scored in the top five in its category every single year. It has scored in the top of the 4A cate-
gory for nine of the past ten years. “Winning” Field Day is something that keeps the club moti-
vated to develop its operating and technical skills throughout the year. So the pressure was on.
It just so happened that one of our four stations—the 80/20 Phone Station—had under-
performed throughout my tenure as Field Day Coordinator. While I was thinking about how to
make YLs feel more welcome, I also was thinking about what I could do to revitalize the 80/20
Phone station. And then it hit me! When you need something fixed, ask the women!

In 2022, the 80/20 Phone Station was run by a husband-wife team, so I discussed the issue with
them and Jessica Molo, KN4JJA, was immediately on-board. ,Jessica and I then got to work
encouraging the women in the club to work on their phone operating skills to get ready.
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HAYLARC got more deeply involved, too. They provided a bright red flag with the HAY-
LARC logo for the tower and a banner outside of the station so that visitors could easily find it.
And I would be remiss not to mention the overwhelming support of the OMs in the club—not
just the ones who were trying to make their YLs happy, :) hi hi—who saw the strategic advan-
tage of having a station bolstered by YL voices in a contest. They provided the station all the
support that the YLs couldn’t provide themselves, such as getting the tower and antennas in
place.

In the end, the station was a soaring success. We had YLs visit us from up to 100 miles away.
We contacted local media and WHNT sent meteorologist, Jessica Camuto. She did two on-air
stories about our Field Day and interviewed Jessica Molo about the importance of women in
amateur radio. And the part that made the OMs happy? The YL station made over 1,000 con-
tacts, more than the 80/20 phone station made in the past two years combined. ARRL Alabama
Section Manager, Roger Parsons, KK4UDU, visited the station and asked what he could advise
clubs who are trying—and failing—to welcome YLs as well as we do. “Don’t guess what
women want and hope you’re right,” I suggested. “Ask them what they want to do, then give
them a green light and let them do it.”

I looked into a special call sign ("vanity call sign" sounds so unnecessarily. . . vain).

After much research, spreadsheet creation, deliberation, and feedback, I settled upon KZ5YL.
Who IS This "KraZy" YL?

Although I've lived here and there, now and then in my adult life, I'm a native New Mexican,
born and raised in Albuquerque, New Mexico, USA. Interested in gadgets and photography
since I can remember, | gravitated toward this stuff. The eerie sounds of the airwaves at night
always fascinated me. My step-dad is Don Wood, W5FHA, and he set such a great example
with his involvement in amateur radio, I decided to go for my Technician Class license in
2004.

Discovering an Unknown Treasure

During the summer of 2023, I learned of an amateur radio organization that had been around
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since 1939, and yet, I’d not heard of it until August 2023. How is this even possible? I don’t
know. This is when I discovered the YLRL--the Young Ladies Radio League. Being an or-
ganization that supports women in amateur radio, I promptly joined!

Joining was Deeply Personal--Here's Why

Some might argue that women don't "need" a special organization of their own. But I disagree.
Because I faced vehement discouragement from a high school math teacher back in the late
1970s, regarding any involvement in science or math, I feel a deep need to ENCOURAGE girls
and women into the sciences and math. Amateur radio falls into those categories.

The math teacher I mentioned told me, "You suck at math. You need to drop this class and stay
away from math and science, forever. You're just a girl and you'll only grow up, get married,
and have a bunch of babies anyway. You won't need math or science." I left his office in tears,
as usual.

I needed that math class to graduate. At that moment I felt an aching pit in my heart and stom-
ach. "So girls. . . just don't matter?" 1 wondered. "How could that be? That can't be right." 1
wanted to scream or cry, or. . . I felt so lost and awful about myself. I wandered through the
school hallway, head drooping in shame. Due to the embarrassment of potentially having to go
back into his class after that last encounter--1 went to the administrative office and immediately
dropped the class. I'd figure out the graduation thing. . . later.

I was only 16 years old and apparently, virtually worthless.

This abusive encounter (really a series of after-school encounters for weeks) stayed with me for
years. It negatively impacted the way I saw myself and what I thought I might be capable (or
not).

This situation was SO wrong, and I understand crap like this is still happening to some gals. It
took many years to gradually overcome this heavy burden--which was never truly mine to bear.
It was the sloughed-off burden of an insecure bully of a teacher, without enough supervision.
But I didn't understand that for a very long time.

That is why I believe an organization like the YLRL matters! They support women and help us
grow. This is so important, and empowering, more so than many can possibly understand.
Most guys, generally, don't encounter this kind of discouragement.

That's why I joined this treasure of an organization--who helps and supports girls and women
who are interested in upgrading their knowledge. This also upgrades their self-esteem.

It's also what I do, too (only as a coach)--help people grow their mindset, and their knowl-

edge in just about anything.

So, yeah. . . I am a proud member of the YLRL.

Family:

My stepdad, W5FHA, has been a ham radio operator for over 50 years. While Mom knew him
back then, it took Mom a little longer to join the Ham ranks.

My mom (Patricia Wood, aka Pat) heard Don and me on the radio and couldn’t stand being
unable to join the on-air conversation. So about a year after I earned my Technician Class li-
cense, she studied, got her Tech license in 2005, and became KESFVS.

You can catch Pat on the SCAT Net on Caravan Repeater frequency, 145.33, on Thursday
mornings, when she's Net Control, but sometimes, she switches with Don, W5FHA, as Friday's-
Net Control. They're a little tricky that way.

My husband, Danny, is a non-ham at this time. I suspect he will never go for his license--he's so
busy. He is a carpenter/handyman/builder extraordinaire. He currently works as such on a ranch
near Fort Sumner.

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Rules for All YLRL Contests

Check to make certain you are sending logs to the CURRENT Vice-President.

Logs must be postmarked no later than 30 days after each contest ends.

Scoring:

Phone and CW contests will be scored separately. Separate logs must be submitted for each
contest.

5. One point is earned for each different station worked on each band. The same station may
be worked on different bands. In the YL-OM contest only, YLs count OMs and OMs count
YLs.

6. Multiplier will be the ARRL sections and/or DX countries, whichever is appropriate. Cana-
dian provinces are counted individually. Multipliers are used only once on all bands when figur-
ing the score.

7. Contestants running SW or less will be considered QRP and earn a power factor of 3. Con-
testants running SW to 100W will be considered low power and earn a power factor of 1.5.
Contestants running over 100W will be high power. If no transmitter power is listed on logs, no
power factor will be given.

Total scored claimed is calculated by multiplying the points times the multiplier times the
power factor.

Logs
1. All logs must show the operator's ARRL section, VE province, or country to qualify for
awards. Where applicable, logs must state whether or not the operator is a member of YLRL.
For each QSO, logs must also state the power output. If you have 200 or more QSOs, submit a
separate log for each band and submit a "dupe" sheet.
2. Please type or print. If you print a log from a logging program or photocopy your log book,
be sure they include all the required information.
3. Logs must be signed and show claimed score. No logs will be returned.
Entries in log must also show time, band, date and transmitter power.
