Two YL clubs became affiliated with YLRL in June. The first was the
Crossroads of America Amateur Radio Ladies’ Association (CAARLA), and the
second was the Colorado YLs. Local YL clubs are eligible to become affiliated
when 50% of the licensed members of the club are YLRL members in good
standing. Application for affiliation is made to YLRL’s Secretary, Lois Gutshall
WB3EFQ, and upon approval Lois will send a certificate of affiliation. Stickers
are sent in subsequent years as long as at least 50% of the members are YLRL
members. Article XII - Affiliated Clubs in YLRL’S By-Laws has more
information if you’d like to get your club affiliated. '

As you already know by now, a revised ballot for election of the. 2004-2005
officers was sent out because two candidates were inadvertently left off the
original ballot. Lois has advised me that over 100 ballots have been mailed in so
far and since the deadline isn’t until August 15th more ballots are expected.
Thanks to all of you who have shown your support for all the candidates. Your
votes are appreciated!

Loretta Ensor 9UA, later WIUA and then W@UA, was a charter member of
YLRL. She was first licensed in 1923, the same year that she graduated from
high school. Her brother, Marshall 9BSP, later WOBSP and W@BSP, had been
licensed since 1916 when he was in school. Both Loretta and Marshall were
well known throughout the amateur community, especially in.the midwest due to
the code and theory classes they taught over the air during the winter months,
from 1929 until 1940. It’s estimated they helped over 10,000 amateurs become
licensed, and they were recognized by William 8, Paley,. President of CBS in
1940 for their dedication and service. Loretta’s family home is now the Ensor
Farmstead and Museum and there is a new amateur radio club called the
Marshall Ensor Memorial Organization (MEMO), with the call sign WO9BSP. A
group will be operating Field Day from there this year and several special events
are planned throughout the year. The museum is near Olathe, Kansas, not far
from 1-35, so if you’re driving through the area, plan to stop by and take a look.

Sylvia Soble W3SLF, co-chaired the 1979 YLRL Convention in Philadelphia,
and was then President of the Penn-Jersey YLRC. She has-sent some wonderful
materials for YLRL’s historical files. There is the original Resolution by the
Council of the City of Philadelphia, recognizing YLRLs contributions. (Both
Philadelphia and the state of Pennsylvania proclaimed the last week of June 1979
as Young Ladies’ Radio Week.) There are photos of Governor Thornbaugh and
several of the PJYLs, including one with YLRL Membership Chairman,
Ruthanna Pearson WB3CQN, and a clipping from the Congressional Record, on
April 9, 1979, when Senator Goldwater noted the occasion and congratulated the
members of YLRL. It's a wonderful addition to our files. Please think of YLRL

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Taping for the Blind de Anna KIRXK Arnholt

One of the most delightful perks of taping is meeting some of the YLs at the YL
Conventions and also talking to them on the air.

With all the modern electrical equipment now days, taping has become much
easier than it was in the early days when the first YLs started taping. One needs a
radio that has the ability. to tape record and a good microphone. I read on what I
call my Master Tapes and tape off them. [ had to learn to read slower so that I
could be understood. The first time I read on a tape and listened to myself I could
hardly believe how fast I was reading. Reading the YLHarmonics aloud takes
about three hours and I usually finish with a short article I have found in one of the
ham magazines that I think is interesting and my listeners would enjoy.

After I have completed the reading, and I do read it from cover to cover but just
giving the totals for anything involving money, I fast dub each tape from my master
tape. Fast dubbing means that the tape runs extra fast and if you listen to it while it
is running it sounds like Donald Duck. Sometimes it takes both sides of a 90
minute tape, often one side of a second tape. It takes about seven hours to
complete the tapes.

When the tapes are completed I have plastic cases made especially for mailing
for the blind. I keepalist, put a check by the names when a tape is sent and
cross-check when it is returned. That gives me a record of who I have sent to and
the date sent. So fat tapes for the blind are sent free through the mail.

I have enjoyed recording the Harmonics and hope the YLs who receive them,
enjoy them also.
