WAS-YL AWARD

Following are the complete rules for the Worked All
States-YL Award which have been revised.

1. The WAS-YL Award, Worked All States-Y1, is available to all amateurs.

2. Two-away communications must be established on the amateur bands with
all forty-eight United States, and any and all amateur bands may be used.
A card from the District of Columbia may be submitted in lieu of one
from Maryland.



Contacts with all 48 states must be made with stations operated by licensed
women operators.

Contacts with all 48 states must be made from the same location. Within
a given community one location may be defined as from places, no two of
which are more than 25 miles apart.

Contacts may be made over any period of years provided only that all
contacts are from the same location as defined in Rule 4,

Forty eight OSL cards, or other written communications from stations
worked confirming the necessary two-way contacts, must be submitted by
the applicant to Lou Littlefield, WIMCW, 19 State Avenue, Cape Elizabeth,
Maine. Sufficient postage must be sent with the confirmations to finance
their return. The YLRL will not be responsible for any loss or damage

to same.
