Tho lettuse maver bwads and tiw people use more watsroress than
lattuoe in their salade, They uce many chives (oall them 'aive'), The
Fast Indian, of whioh the population is prinoipally made up, maie goot
use of hot ourry, whioh, I beleive, Lo wade from powdered saffron wixed
with ground cuminseed, The West Indfans (of African Origin) called thetir
oooking style 'Creole', but Juat betwsen you and mo I don't think aven
cur Crecles fried thelr fish with the heads om the way they dol
